1. Mapesbury SNT team members: Up to strength. Sgt + 4 PCs + 2 PCSOs, PC Jimmy O’Sullivan, PCSO Ajay Dhokia are Mapesbury dedicated officers
2. Ward crime summary. 
Burglaries down year on year 130 to 120. There was a spike of Burglaries in August (up from 5 last year to 16). Not seasonal and may well be one individual. Most late evening early hours
Operation Glacier. Using unmarked car in Willesden Green area between 12am and 4am for last 3 weeks. Lead to 24 arrests + 19 caught in possession. The exercise continues for another week and may be renewed.
Gladstone Park. Problems are rough sleepers littering and other detritus. Has grown; possibly 30-40 – but dropped after joint exercise with UKBA. The people are not interested in housing. There are now increased patrols in the park + on horseback. Park watch scheme starting with local residents. Note that can return immigrants if 3 months+ without work – but difficult to establish in practice. SNT exercise at least monthly, sometime bi-monthly with the UKBA.

Dispersal zone ends 8 October. The new Anti-Social behaviour act comes into force on 20th Oct and will effectively replace it. There are a variety of new powers and procedures including in the act that the team will look to interpret and apply to Chichele Road/Cricklewood Broadway.
Chichele Road. The incidence of cash in hand workers is going up again. SNT will continue to concentrate on the groups. Brian Wappatt (who led the cross Borough Cricklewood SNT team and has much experience with the Romanian problem) has been promoted to Sgt at Dollis Hill so still will have his knowledge.

Local Policing Model. There may be some changes to the arrangements with some resources (+ responsibilities) going back to response team.
