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You Said, We Did
How We Have Responded to Your Concerns
All teams have worked together, being involved in dispersal zones, Ward Panel meetings, contact points and warrants. Teams have also changed shifts to accomadate the issues with ASB and knife crime.

Mapesbury 

Mapesbury SNT - Burglaries across the ward are on the decline due to the hard work of Mapesbury Team targeting those that are believed to be involved. A number of burglary nominals have been arrested.
A man was arrested in the car park of OMAN AVENUE for supplying drugs. A quantity of cannabis was found in the vehicle and officers believed more cannabis was at the individual’s home address. Approximately 50-60 bags of cannabis were found at the home address with drug related items. Male was charged with being concerned in the supply of cannabis. 

A man was arrested on ASHFORD ROAD as he was wanted by police for over a year for 3 separate offences. One of the offences was committed in Scotland. 

A Criminal Behaviour Order has been granted for 3 years banning a prolific shoplifter from the NW10, NW2 and NW6 areas.  Full details will be publicised online shortly.
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Brondesbury  

PC DAULBY stopped and searched a male near to GLADSTONE PARK where subsequently a number of bags of class B cannabis was found on his person. A further search conducted at his address resulted in a large quantity 
approximately 50 bags of class B cannabis being found. The male was arrested for possession with intent to supply (PWITS) The investigation continues.  

Police will continue to liaise with the council in order for the sheds behind KINGSTONE HOUSE to be completely removed

at the earliest opportunity to deter further homeless people from using these sheds as a place to reside. Assistance will be provided to help them get off the streets.
There has been increased targeted late patrols on the ward especially around CHRISTCHURCH AVE and the areas around JOULES HOUSE and LANDAU HOUSE. These patrols will continue to reassure the community and deter ASB behaviour. 

PC DAULBY is leaving Brondesbury Park SNT and will no longer be the ward officer from Friday 02nd November 2018. The police officer to replace him is to be confirmed soon. This will be updated in due course. 
Dollis Hill 

Dollis Hill SNT have been working in conjunction with neighbouring wards to tackle increased ASB involving the use of CO2 canisters in car parks around the industrial estates on the ward. This resulted in the arrest of 2 males for possession with intent to supply and the seizure of more than 1200 canisters and balloons. There have been very few arrests of this nature across the Met due to this being fairly new legislation.
PC O’Sullivan (Dollis Hill DWO) along with other members of the cluster responded to reports of a stabbing on Willesden High Road. A description was circulated and as officers approached the scene the suspect was spotted by the officers and was quickly detained by PC O’Sullivan. The knife used in the attack was recovered and the suspect was promptly arrested. The suspect was interviewed and charged the following day for attempted murder and possession of an offensive weapon. 

Kilburn    
Kilburn SNT stopped a van that being driven in a suspicious manner in the early hours of the morning in CRICKLEWOOD BROADWAY. It transpired that he did not have any insurance and he had a knife in his driver’s door. The male was arrested and issued a caution.
Kilburn SNT have increased targeted late patrols on the ward.
The team would like to welcome to the ward PC Daniel Marler, who has replaced PC Sean Penrose.  PC Penrose has now joined CID.

Queens Park   
A man has been sentenced to 6 months for assault on police, possessing a pointed / bladed article in a public place, and obstructing a drug search on WILLESDEN LANE when spotted by Queen’s Park SNT and Special Constable Margita Serdelova.
A man was arrested for fraud by false representation by means of impersonating a Marie Curie charity worker outside Queen’s Park station.  He has been released under investigation; can residents please be vigilant around charity collectors – always ask to see ID if not sure!
A Criminal Behavior Order (CBO) has been applied for against a man suspected of committing numerous theft from motor vehicle and burglary offences around Queen’s Park and Kilburn. We are awaiting an update from the court as to whether / when application will be heard. 

Willesden Green  
Willesden SNT PC Tom Hughes arrested a male for possession with intent to supply (PWITS) after spotting him on CHAPTER ROAD.  He was charged with this offence. 

PC Tom Hughes was victim of an assault whilst on duty.  He went to assistance of a Safer Transport Team (STT) officer who had detained a man suspected of assaulting two women on Willesden High Road.  The STT PC was headbutted by the suspect and PC Hughes was injured as they fell to the ground.  

The man was charged with assaults on both officers and two assaults on the women.

PCSO Nardi has been contacting residents with follow up calls which have come through to SNT, updating the team and giving advice on how to report ASB and completing information reports with regards to ongoing drug/knife crime.   

Crime Prevention
Motor vehicle crime
*Tamper-resistant screws can be fixed to your vehicle registration number plates. (We can supply these for you if you email yourward team with your name and address, this can be posted if you are not home) 

*Fit locking anti-tamper wheel nuts to secure alloy wheels.

*Remove electrical items, wipe away any suction marks left by satellite navigation systems, mobile phone holders or dash cams.

*Take all valuables with you, don’t leave bags/coats, and don’t even leave any loose change as this is tempting to others. 

*If your vehicle still has a glovebox, leave it open to show that nothing of value is in it.

*If you can, look into getting a tracker installed or even a car alarm.

*Steering wheel locks are very visible and can also help to deter others from trying to take your vehicle.

*Double check you have locked your vehicle before leaving it. 
KEYS/FOBS
When not in use, keep your electronic car key in a security pouch to prevent it being scanned by thieves to open and steal your car
nearby. You can use kitchen foil or a metal tin this will hinder the car thief from obtaining your key code which they use wirelessly Vehicles today are by and large more difficult to steal 
than ever, unless the thief can access your key or fob to clone them. Best to keep your keys safe, out of view when at home, and away from your front door. It’s not uncommon for car keys to be stolen from inside your home by thieves fishing for them with a stick and hook through the letterbox.

Changes to the Metropolitan Police 

The MPS is moving away from our current 32 borough model and bringing together policing on the 32 boroughs to form 12 larger units called Basic Command Units.  (BCUs).  On 12th November Brent will therefore join Barnet and Harrow to become the NWBCU.
Virtual Ward Panel
Virtual ward panel has been successfully rolled out across the Metropolitan Police service over the years. Due to it being a great success on other boroughs, this is now being introduced to Brent over the next few months. Ward panels will be updated with results from the online questionnaire at the meetings.      

Virtual Ward Panel is an electronic public online survey system implemented to improve community engagement and give the community a say in ward panel promises from the comfort of their own home and is completely anonymous.
The system broadens and enhances engagement and allows accurate and open feedback to assist in setting ward panel promise. The public will be asked to select from a list of recurring issues within their ward which they feel should be a promise for the safer neighbourhoods team (SNT`s) to deal with.
Ward Panel focus
Ward panels are locally based meetings with the Police, local ward councillors, one ward panel chairperson and people who live and/or work in the area. The ward panel meet three times a year. Each meeting includes a rundown of local crime statistics and information on recent incidents including anti-social behaviour. Members will help to prioritise the concerns of the community and promises will be set by the ward panel and given to the safer neighbourhood police team. This will give you an opportunity to meet other like-minded residents with which you can share information or concerns with about your ward.
